
CID := md5("$ID$SID")

send HTTP−request "GET SID HTTP/1.1"

get HTTP−reply ==> SID (session ID)

tcp−connect to F*EX server:port

check for HTTP response code (200 or ERROR)

Comments:
USER, FROM and SENDER are equivalent

(different naming is historically based)

RECIPIENT and TO are equivalent

FILENAME := urlencode(utf8encode($FILENAME))

open file, move read−pointer to SEEK

get file SIZE − SEEK

send HTTP−request "POST /fup HTTP/1.1"

(including HTTP−Headers Content−Length and Content−Type: multipart/form−data; boundary=...)

Body contains multipart/form−data FROM, TO, ID, COMMENT, SEEK, FILE (in this order!)

(See fexsend.example for HTTP−RFC details)

send HTTP−request "HEAD /fop/$TO/$FROM/$FILENAME??&ID=MD5H:$CID HTTP/1.1"

get HTTP−reply ==> SEEK := Content−Length
